The new Financial Planning & Advice exam covers the
key areas of financial protection, retirement planning and
financial planning.

It is the first unit within several CISI qualifications. It will
form the first unit in the CISI Certificate in Paraplanning
and the Level 6 Diploma in Financial Planning and the final,
technical unit of the Level 4 Investment Advice Diploma
(IAD).

Itis also the first step in the study pathway to the globally
recognised CERTIFIED FINANCIAL PLANNER™ certification,
which provides individuals with the opportunity to join
more than 160,000 professionals worldwide who hold the
CFP™ mark.
